Foreword

The correct guidebush is the vital link
between the router and your Leigh Jig. It
precisely steers the router. Where possible,
always use the Leigh system to ensure cor-
rect bush length and precise diameter for
accurate results.
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Guidebush Selection

Only two sizes of guidebush are used with
the Leigh jig*: 716"[11,1mm] O.D. (out-
side diameter) and %8"[15,9mm] O.D.
Bush barrel length@ from base of router
should be ¥4 - 952" [6 - 7mm)].

R Use 746" [11,1mm] for all half-blind dove-
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tailing and for through dovetailing with
V4"[6,35mm] or 8mm shank cutters: i.e.,
dovetail cutter Nos. 50, 50-8, 60, 60-8, 70,
70-8, 75, 75-8, 80, 80-8, 101, 101-8, 120,
120-8, 128, 128-8, and straight cutter Nos.
140 and 140-8.

Use %8"[15,9mm] O.D. for large through
dovetail cutter combinations with
1»"[12,7mm)] shanks: i.e., cutter Nos. 90,
160, 100, 150.
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Here are the two types of Leigh guidebush
and five Leigh adapters. Use the chart on
page 153 to select the adaptor and/or guide-

bush required for your router.

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Leigh 711 and 716 guidebushes fit direct-
ly to some routers using the screws that
come with the router.

Leigh 711TP and 716TP (TP stands for
Two Part) fit directly to Porter Cable and
most Black & Decker routers.

Leigh universal adapters fit to a wide range
of plunge routers and accept both types of
